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An Introduction to Using the Map of Medicine- 
Quick Reference Guide

1. To login to the Map of Medicine you will need to use Athens account details.

2.   To search the available national and local pathways:

At the top of the list of departments in the left column is ‘Brighton and Hove GP- Quick Referral Guide’ which contains clinically localised pathways, which reflect best local practice and local referral information, including links to up-to-date referral forms. 

The content of the Map is organised ‘department’ > ‘speciality’ > ‘pathway’ > ‘page’.
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In ‘A Brighton and Hove GP- Quick Referral Guide’, there are Service Maps, which are comprehensive guides to show the specialty-specific local services that are available in Brighton and Hove. 
The service maps contain referrals criteria, links to referral forms, and information about to refer a patient into the service.
Listed below ‘A Brighton & Hove GP Quick referral guide’, there are approx. 400 national pathways organised by department. 

To find a pathway, click on the ‘speciality’ to view the list of available pathways and pages.
Alternatively, please use the Search facility at the top of page.
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To view the content of a box within a page, click on the letter showing in the box for the clinical information and Local Admin Information:
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‘i’ – the node contains clinical content

‘L’- the node contains Local Admin/Referrals Information (i.e. clinic times, clinic locations, referral criteria, referral forms, patient leaflets)

Alternatively if you click within the main box to view the content, you will need to click on the ‘Quick info’ and ‘Local Info’ tabs displayed in the text box to the right of the screen, see below.
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3. To add personal ‘Post-it Notes’ (which remain on the page for your own personal reference)
To add your own post its which will remain on the page for your own personal reference, click on the green bar of the appropriate node and then select the Notes tab (as shown below). 
Type your personal notes and then click save. 
Once saved, you can then click submit as feedback to share your clinical gem with the local map team so we can add on the node for everyone if thought to be useful.
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4.   To view or save a pathway as a PDF:
Please click on the ‘Print page’ button at the top right of the screen, this creates a PDF of the page that you are in, to print out or save. 
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The content of each box is displayed further down in the PDF. Every box has a number and a title, which correspond to the full content descriptions further down the PDF.
5.  To feed back your comments:
If you would like to suggest comments and possible changes to information, please select the ‘Give Feedback’ button to the top right hand side of the page. 
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This feedback is collated and presented to the relevant CRG for their consideration. 
Using the Map of Medicine to reflect best local practice in Brighton and Hove (for clinicians and health professionals)
There are two methods of approach to the national ‘off the peg’ clinical pathways:

1. Local Administration
If the pathways are clinically appropriate for our local service configurations i.e. you agree with all the content of the nodes (green boxes) and the little information ‘i’ pop ups, then we could just append extra little pop ups labelled ‘L’. This is local administration and can be used to add info such as statements about a service, contact details, referral forms etc. See the ‘Brighton & Hove GP Quick Referral Guide’ for examples of L boxes. 
This is easy to do and can be instantly done by two local GPs who have the rights. It is really designed as a fast and useful way of communicating service info for example a Nurse Specialist’s direct telephone line. This data is only viewable by NHS clinicians. So, make it as useful as possible for the referring GPs, community nurses etc. 

This ‘off the peg’ pathway would continue to be automatically updated by the national Map of Medicine team in light of new evidence.

This is a quick way of adding information to the clinical pathways and is usually done alone or as well as the following Clinical Localisation.

2. Clinical Localisation
If the ‘off the peg’ pathways could be much improved by moving/renaming the green nodes or changing content in the i boxes then ‘Clinical Localisation’ applies. 
This involves a vigorous online publishing cycle with the governance worked into the system. There is the ability to review the locally altered new pathway by a wide group of local/non local clinicians prior to approval by the CRG Lead and Medical Director/PEC chair of the PCT. This would require at least an annual review to ensure it is kept up to date as it would not longer be automatically updated by the Map of Medicine team. This is more vigorous and may be more useful depending on how well the national pathway fits with local service set up and locally agreed best practice.

Clinicians need to consider how much the national pathway differs from the local best practice patient pathway in Brighton and Hove. 

If clinical localisation is appropriate, please draft the new pathway on paper so that Charlotte D’Alessandro and Beth Cadman are able to draft the new pathway in the Map of Medicine software.  
The draft pathway will then be circulated to the CRG for comment and review.
