Patient Advice following Vaccinations
It is important to remember that the majority of people suffer no or very minimal side effects following vaccinations.

1.  Occasionally a person may have an immediate reaction to a vaccine.  Therefore it is important that you remain on the surgery premises for a period of 15 minutes following an injection.
2.  A small nodule may form at the injection site and persist for a number of weeks.  This is common and should not cause discomfort.

3.  You may develop a temperature (usually within 48 hours) following a vaccine.  If this should occur keep comfortable and cool by –

· Taking an appropriate dose of a Paracetamol based medicine.  (Ask   your pharmacist for advice).  Do not exceed the recommended dose

· .Drinking plenty of fluids.

4.  Occasionally the injection site may become swollen and feel hot.  Swelling and discomfort can be relieve by –

●     Applying a cold compress (e.g. a flannel) to the injection site.

●     Taking an appropriate close of a Paracetamol based medicine as     
        above.
●      Please inform you Practice Nurse if the amount of swelling involves

         a large area of the limb.      

You Need to Seek Urgent Medical Attention if
You develop breathing difficulties or develop a rash up to 72 hours following vaccination.
