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INTERMEDIATE CARE SERVICE
 CRITERIA 2009
· The person is 18 years or over.

· The person is registered with a Brighton & Hove GP.

· The person would otherwise face unnecessarily prolonged hospital stay or inappropriate admission to acute in-patient care, long term residential care or continuing NHS in-patient care

· The person’s needs are greater than those that could normally be provided by mainstream services and are medically manageable within the service 

· Care would maximise independence, typically enabling them to resume living at home

· Reasonable time frames can be identified for achieving planned outcomes of care (the average patient can expect a stay of about 14 days)

· The person is aware of the referral and understands what the service can offer
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
