The rapid-access clinic for older people (RACOP)
Seen within 48 hours of referral

‘One-stop’ multidisciplinary assessments
Dr Rachel Wilkins consultant in medicine for the elderly
RACOP provides an urgent medical assessment for those elderly patients who have complex needs that are rapidly deteriorating. Thus are at high risk of admission.
The service is generally for patients aged over 70 years but there is no fixed age, it is a needs-related service.

GPs, District / Community nurses, Heart failure nurses, CRDS team, Intermediate care service, Paramedic practitioners, Community mental health services.





How to refer


We aim to see patients next day  (or within 48 hours)


Discuss provision of interim support for patient/carers with HERMES as a ‘stop-gap’ prior to RACOP appointment if required


Exclusions: Patients requiring a stretcher (due to clinic constraints)

Discuss the referral and referral for the provision of interim support


Book an appointment


Confirm the appointment with the patient


Arrange transport


Inform the referrer and / or GP practice


Forward the relevant documentation
