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REFERRAL CRITERIA. 





The service is available to residents of Brighton and Hove who are registered with a GP in the area and who meet the following criteria:





Adults aged 16 + who have had an acute stroke or subarachnoid haemorrhage, confirmed by CT scan, in the last 3 months or:





Adults aged 16+ who have had a single event Acquired Brain Injury within the past 2 years or:





Adults with acquired complex neurological rehabilitation needs. e.g. MS , GBS.





Person must require MDT input from two or more professions.





Person must be medically stable and able to transfer with one and working towards independent transfers. 





Person and carer must agree to rehabilitation and motivated to participate by identifying goals.





Person must be considered able to benefit from intensive rehabilitation and have potential to improve functional ability.





Person must be considered safe in home environment or in case of  post hospital discharge services/equipment organised to ensure patient and carer safety at home .








REFERRAL PROCESS





Person can be referred by any health care professional but the diagnosis must be confirmed by an appropriate medical practitioner or specialist nurse.
